PRETRIAL ENFORCEMENT 

HOUSE ARREST/CURFEW PROGRAM RULES
You have been court-ordered to supervision by a Pretrial Enforcement Office with house arrest or curfew conditions in effect. This letter will advise you of the rules and expectations of the program.  If for any reason you cannot abide by these instructions, it is your responsibility to notify your pretrial officer immediately. 
Requests to leave your house arrest location must be approved by a pretrial officer prior to your departing the residence and must be authorized per your conditions of release. Due to overwhelming pass requests, a pretrial officer may have you complete the request in-person at the office on a Weekly Pass or One-Time Pass form.   
You may not be outside of your residence more than 12 hours per day unless otherwise approved by a pretrial officer.  
All employment must be verified prior to a work pass being issued.  Employment at any job that involves multiple locations, whether business or private, is approved on a case-by-case basis only and requires additional documentation.  You may go home during your lunch break but may not stop anywhere to get lunch during the workday.   
Passes at “PED Discretion” are for your personal needs only (banking, groceries, haircut, etc.) and will not be approved for social events or giving rides to others.  At no time will passes to visit another private residence be approved without a specific order from the court. 

If you require emergency medical treatment (defined as a medically necessary trip to the emergency room of a hospital), you may seek emergency treatment without a pre-approved pass, but you must notify your local pretrial office as soon as you are able. You must save all documentation and bring it in to the office the next business day following your discharge from a hospital. Routine doctor’s appointments, dental visits, and medication refills are not emergencies.

All address changes must be done in-person at the office during normal business hours unless the change is necessary due to an emergency outside of your control. If your conditions of release specify a house arrest location, you must get permission from the Court prior to changing your address.   
Leaving your residence without authorization, making stops at unauthorized locations (any location not on your approved pass), or tampering with or disabling your ankle monitor will result in new criminal charges of AS11.56.757(a) – Violate Condition of Release and/or AS11.56.320 – Escape in the Third Degree. Escape in the Third Degree is a felony offense.  
If you have questions or concerns and are unable to reach an officer telephonically, it is your responsibility to report to the office during business hours to discuss your concerns.
